Vice President Cocozza is recommending that council take
$300,000 from the PLGIT Class account and transfer it to the PLGIT
I-Class account which offers a better rate of 2.35% instead of the
current rate of 2.22%.

Vice President Cocozza reported that he noticed that the Road
Improvement Fund and the Money Manager Fund that the Borough
currently has with Bryn Mawr Trust has a rate of .05%. Vice
President Cocozza stated that he met with a representative from
Santander Bank and he can offer a rate of 1.75%. The topic will be
discussed at the June 3, 2019 Regular Council Meeting.

Councilman Block reported that the Fire Company Finance
Committee met and they have $129,474.71 in the Fire Protection
Fund that needs to be transferred over to the Chester Heights Fire
Company Fund.

Upon motion (Block/Cocozza) council voted to approve the transfer
of funds from the Fire Protection Fund to the Chester Heights Fire
Company Fund in the amount of $129,474.71.

Program (GTRP) grant of $195,200 from the Commonwealth
Financing Authority to be used for acquisition of Hamanassett
